zhhorodians pride in their castle, an ancient
monument that dominates its Eastern part, and is
visible in the city, and from afar.
The Hunh fortification is known from the 9lh century
Hungarian manuscripts, when their tribes crossed
the Carpathian passes on the way to lisa-Danube
valley, and were met by Prince Laboretz with his
troops. Unluckily they lost the battle, and the Prince
himself was killed on the territory of modern Eastern
Slovakia where the Uzh and the Laboretz rivers join.
The Castle legends are full of mysteries. One of the
most romantic legends is that of a Polish chieftain,
who disguised himself and penetrated its walls only
to be confronted by a beautiful but treacherous
princess who, because of her passionate love,
betrayed the secret entrance to the castle; the
Father, having found her treachery out, ordered to
have her immured in a tower, and her lover to be
executed, and since then, as the legend has it, every
midnight the ghost of that beauty haunts the castle in
search of her lost lover, vanishing with the first
cock’s crows, only to be again on her paths the
following midnight...The legend is both endemic and
universal: the «secret entrance» to the castle would
be prone to betrayal throughout its history.




At the beginning of the 13th century the

Castle had been fortified thanks to king Bejla IV
who tried to protect the Northern Hungarian borders
against a potential Mongol threat and worsening
relations between Hungarian and Galician rulers.
The church, the foundation of which is undug,
presumably was built at that time; the records of
1284 preserved its priest's name Stephan. That
church saw the adoption of Uzhhorod Union of
1646, and its modern jubilee was held at its site in
1996.



D uring its fortress status,

the castle underwent
numerous reconstructions. ,
Its entrance was

enforced with large stones
installed into the walls.

Even today one can see

the cuts where chains of

the lifting bridge were fastened;
and the castle was

turned into the main key point
in the Gabsburg’s
Carpathian domain

(Drouhets became devoted
vassals of the Gabsburgs).




At the end of the 16th century the castle got

its modern structure. The fortress was protected by
a rockcut dry ditch from three sides; the ditch was
1520 m wide and 510 m deep. The very castle
stands on edge of the northern slope of Castle Hill,
and its shape is that of the fortress, its two storeys
have the imprint of the Renaissance;

the building itself was surrounded by a three side
ditch for defence and the lifting bridge,

(and now simple wooden bridge on props).

The exit gate bears the date 1598, when it was

once again rebuilt. Over the date there is

the Drouhets’ coat of arms: four thrushes.

Inside the castle there is a small yard with a 40 m
deep well. Underground as usual there were stores
and a jail with a torture chamber. The stable where
Zaporizhzhia cossacks, invited by Juri Drouhet
fighting with the Transylvanian prince Habor Betlen,
kept their horses, - stands there; they invaded
Humenne and even came up to Kosice.
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In 1649 cossacks once again appeared near Uzhhorod.
Juri Rakotsi concluded the agreement with Bohdan
Khmelnytsky and they went to Poland in 1657 but were
defeated by Lubomyrsky who came to ruin
Transcarpathian villages and towns; Uzhhorod suffered
too; and the castle was reconstructed once again in 1658
of what we have the sign over its entrance arc. The castle
survived several seiges, and invasions including that of
Ferents Rakotsi with local Rusins who took it in 1704, until
a great fire of 1728 when its third storey burnt down and
was never renewed. In 1773 the emperess Maria-Terezia
presented it to the Mukachiv See, and it was turned into a
seminary, its main knights hall becoming a chapel with
1857 murals by Ferdinand Vydra now partly renewed. The
Seminary's saint patrons of the Orthodox creed: Jan
Goldmounhed, Basil the Great, and Gredory Divine. Both
teachers and students compiled and published "History
Domus", an account of school life. The number of students
was 120-150. The teaching was in Rusin. After bishop
Bachynsky's death the language of instruction turned Latin
but that of explanation was vernacular folk. The instruction
of pastoral service and rites always remained non-Latin,
and after the Revolution of 1848 the Bishop V.Popovych
renewed the native language instruction, but son it was
again cancelled. Well-known scholars of the seminary
were Hryhory Tarkovych, lvan Kutka, Petro Petretsky,
Lazar Pavlovych, Andryj Baludjansky whose brother was
the first rector of Petersburg University. The Greco-
Catholic clergy of Transcarpathia were the graduates of
this seminary. Among the seminary's graduates we find
A.Voloshyn, bishops Ivan Pastelij, Anton Papp, Ivan
Semedij, Josyph Holovatch, lvan Marhitych. German
soldiers occupied the seminary in 1944, and in several
months the red army men quartered there. Only thanks to
the bishop Romzha one wing of the seminary was
temporarily given back to 30 seminarists who obtained
"accelerated" divine instructions and ordainment ( the last
for the following 50 odd years). In 1947 the militia took its
two buildings , and then it existed within the Greco-
Catholic Cathedral until the murder of bishop Romzha in
1949. T.Romzha's Spiritual Academy was opened in the
1990ies, and is in Mynaj area.
