Augustyn Voloshyn Carpathian University (hereinafter referred to as the University) is a
classical, multidisciplinary higher education institution oriented toward European standards of
education. The University carries out innovative educational activities across various levels of
professional pre-higher and higher education, conducts scientific research (fundamental and/or
applied), serves as a scientific and methodological center, possesses a well-developed infrastructure of
educational and research units, promotes the dissemination of scientific knowledge, and engages in

cultural and educational activities.

The mission of the University, as reflected in its motto “Study with us — gain knowledge from

us” is to ensure high-quality and socially significant higher education through the use of advanced
educational technologies with the aim of continuously enhancing the educational and cultural level of
the population of Ukraine and other countries; to create an environment conducive to the self-
improvement of academic and teaching staff, other employees, and students in the process of their joint
educational, scientific, innovative, and organizational activities, taking into account individual
vocation, respect for human dignity, and global changes; and to train a new generation of professionals

recognized in Ukraine and internationally.

The University strives to provide high-quality, accessible, and spiritually oriented education. Its
mission is to integrate academic knowledge with national, universal human, and Christian values, and
to educate professionals capable of acting responsibly, professionally, and effectively in contemporary

society, serving the common good and affirming the principles of truth, morality, and human dignity.



The University is named after Augustyn Voloshyn (1874-1945), President of Carpathian
Ukraine, Doctor of Philosophy, priest, educator, publicist, and a prominent Ukrainian political, civic,
religious, and scholarly figure. Through his selfless service, he upheld Ukrainian statehood, language,
culture, and spirituality. His legacy stands as a symbol of service to the nation, intellectual leadership,

and fidelity to Christian and humanistic principles.

Key Stages of Development:

= 2001-2003 — establishment of the University, development of the first study
programmes, and accreditation of initial specialties;

= 2004-2010 — opening of new faculties and institutes, and the commencement of
public scientific activity;

= 20112016 — expansion of licenses, participation in international programmes,
and strengthening of cooperation with foreign educational institutions;

= 2017-2024 — digitalization of the educational process, establishment of doctoral
studies, and creation of research institutes and a college within the University;

= 2025 and beyond — active integration into the European Higher Education Area,
development of a digital University, and advancement of multidisciplinary

programmes.

Augustyn Voloshyn Carpathian University plays a key role in the development of the
Transcarpathian region as a spiritual, cultural, educational, and scientific center. At the national level,
the University actively contributes to the strengthening of Ukrainian identity, the rule of law, and
spiritual renewal. At the international level, the University cooperates with academic partners from
Europe and Asia and participates in academic mobility programmes, interuniversity cooperation

initiatives, and the internationalization of higher education.

The University’s vision is reflected in its positioning as a modern, innovative, and progressive
educational and research institution, characterized by a high level of corporate culture and ethics,
adherence to spiritual and moral values, and a commitment to sustainable development and continuous
improvement. The University is among the leaders in training professional and competent specialists
and academic staff in accordance with labor market needs. It provides students with opportunities to
combine educational and research activities with the acquisition of effective practical skills, while also
creating appropriate conditions for creative and intellectual exploration, talent development, and the

realization of individual potential.



The University implements at a high level a range of specialist training programmes across
multiple fields of study at the following degree levels: Professional Junior Bachelor, Bachelor, Master,
and Doctor of Philosophy (PhD). Supported by a modern and well-developed material and technical
infrastructure, the University ensures the comprehensive organisation of the educational process and
guarantees a high quality of educational and practical training of contemporary specialists by

integrating teaching and research activities of both academic staff and students.

The academic and teaching staff of the University, including both full-time and part-time
employees, meets the required standards and performance indicators. The primary mission of the
University’s academic staff, characterized by a high level of professionalism and a commitment to
continuous professional development and improvement, is to provide high-quality training of

specialists and to enhance their competitiveness in the labor market.

The University has a functionally diversified organizational structure that includes:

= four Departments - the fundamental educational and research units of the faculties
that implement curricula and conduct research;

» Uzhhorod Ukrainian Theological Academy - a spiritual educational institution
operating within the University;

= Research Centers - institutes that carry out fundamental and applied research;

» [nformation and Publishing Center - a unit responsible for information support
and publishing activities;

* Student Self-Government - an elected body representing students’ interests and
fostering youth initiatives;

*  Administrative Services - departments providing managerial, academic, human

resources, financial, international, and IT support.

The main areas of activity of the University include:

» training of highly qualified specialists with higher education, in accordance with
contractual obligations, including foreign citizens, in compliance with national

higher education standards, under relevant educational-professional, educational-



scientific, and scientific programmes at the first (Bachelor’s), second (Master’s),
and third (educational-scientific) levels of higher education, delivered through
full-time (day), part-time (distance), dual, or combined modes of study;
engagement in foreign economic activity in the field of higher education;

conduct of fundamental and applied scientific research in the fields of social
sciences and humanities;

training and certification of scientific and academic staff of the highest
qualification through doctoral (PhD) programmes;

provision of postgraduate education, including retraining, specialization, advanced
professional development, and internships;

pre-university preparation, consisting of supplementary instruction in selected

Looking ahead, the University plans to participate in Erasmus+, Jean Monnet programmes,

international conferences, summer schools, and research platforms.
